Actions taken:

The district through the lower local governments (Sub Counties) has conducted assessments on the current situation in the community and the reports have been shared with other partners.

Sensitization of the community is ongoing on issues of hygiene and sanitation.

Current situation as at 25/6/2018

Ongongoja: The sub county is now accessible the water level has gone down. A child was killed by a snake and in Okuda one person was killed by the water in the well. The crop fields continue to be water logged.

Ngariam: Crops submerged in water especially groundnuts in Kaikamosing, bisina and Osobut. Farmers have abandoned to weed the crops which are sub merged in watwer.

Palam: Rotting crops especially cassava both for NUSAF and OWC and groundnuts. The water level has droped a little but the crops have no hope. Bore hole also affected and there is need for water quality testing. Food was distributed to the communities 75 bags

Katakwisub county: The place is dryingup but crops have definitely been affected and the crops being harvested are smelling and may not be good for consumption. The people are not able to dry food and people need upland rice for planting immediately. In Komolo the water level has continued to rise and houses are now wet and we need immediate action and they need taplins. Most affected crops are cassava, groundnuts.

Magoro sub county: water level is going down and people are harvesting crops but of poor quality as they are not able to process. Transport accessing Angisa is problematic and boats are being used. Thereis need to support HH on post harvest handling.Recieved 75 bags of posho and distributed to

Usuk: Two parishes of Adacar and AAkum most affected. Two deaths have ocured of two people (a child and big person) . Roads are still not accessible Orungo Ocor Imongin. Under Education Okadanya p/s are cut off bse of water and Aparisa p/s is also cut off especially pupils from Aparisa. Fall army work has attacked the cereal’s but the black bird has controlled it especially on sorghum field. Farmers have a challenge of drying food crops. They need tapaulins for drying. Ongole dam was completely filled and one home has been submerged and most propertieds damaged.

Kapujasub county: cassava destroyed &problem of drying. Most pitlatrines have collapsed and most crop gardens in Kelim have been destroyed and 12 people suffing from diarrhea &23 hats colapesed. Livestock have aprolem for grasing and people are being moved toother places for pasture

Partners:

Action Aid: Data is need for possible intervention.We expect to get some money to intervene on this

KCV: Nothing yet but issues noted

Ray of Hope: We have been trying to generate data and we have been in tourch with the donor , two hh visited in Omodoi. Water loging is getting out of hand, flooding is also in the rise especially in Agule A &Okile are most hit. 5 acres of crops esp cassava is rotten , livestock have no grazinf pastures. Hats are collapsing. Nemonia and malaria are on the rise. Mitigationarea plant potatoes, construct houses on raised land .What is needed is tapaulins, mosquito nets, water testing kits and water guard

Watter Department: Test kits available and liase with health assitants for action
